Before You Pack: PLEASE MARK EVERYTHING WITH YOUR CAMPER’S NAME IN PERMANENT MARKER OR
LABELS. This is vital to the success of returning items to campers when items are lost!

What To Pack In: One suitcase, duffel bag, or soft-sided footlocker and a sleeping bag are sufficient for
packing for a one week or two-week session of camp. Personal space is limited in the cabins to underneath
each individual bunk (approximately 12” clearance underneath), pack with this in mind.

Day Pack (book/school pack size) with the following, day to day, items in it:
e \Water Bottle
e Rain Gear (poncho or coat)
e Medium Weight Layer (warm-long sleeved shirt works best)
¢ Insect Repellent (non-aerosol)
e Lip Balm with SPF
e Baseball Cap, Visor, or Bandana for Sun Protection
e Sunglasses with UV protection
e Flashlight/Headlamp with Extra Batteries

Bedding
e Sleeping Bag - Campers should have a sleeping bag with a minimum rating of 50 degrees. This will also
be used for hammock camping outside.
e Pillow
e In-Cabin Bedding - Each camper will have a single-sized twin XL mattress and individual bunk in their
cabin. You can bring your own sheets and blankets for in-cabin or use your sleeping bag.

e Shorts — Suitable for hiking and active programs. At least one pair should be loose, long shorts to be
worn with a climbing harness.
